IFS Classes 

1) SNOPRO 440X 
2) SNOPRO 340X 
3) FORMULA-340 (No leafers allowed) 

SUPER MOD Classes 
4) OPENcc- Fan, Free Air &  Liquid Cooled 
5) 440cc Ð Fan, Free Air &  Liquid Cooled 
6) 340cc Ð Fan, Free Air &  Liquid Cooled 
7) 300cc Ð Fan, Free Air &  Liquid Cooled (No 292R engines) 
8) 500cc - Fan Cooled only 
9) SINGLE CYLINDER Up to 340cc. 
10) SINGLE CYLINDER OPEN MOD - Specialty class for sleds w/ any engine, from any year Ð All other SUPER MOD rules 
apply.  

SUPER STOCK Classes 
11) OPENcc Ð Including limited-build factory performance Super Stock sleds as outlined below 
12) 440cc Ð Fan, Free Air &  Liquid Cooled - including 500cc L/C w/ stock single exhaust. 
13) 340cc Ð Fan, Free Air &  Liquid Cooled - including 440cc F/A w/ stock single exhaust & 500cc F/C w/ stock single exhaust. 
14) 440cc - Fan Cooled only 
15) 300cc - Fan &  Free Air Cooled, w/ stock single exhaust. 
16) SINGLE CYLINDER 400  – Fan Cooled only  
17) SINGLE CYLINDER 320 – Fan Cooled only  
18) JUNIOR-up to 400cc, Fan Cooled only. Less than 16 years of age and must have Snowmobile Safety Certificate. 
* * * If you have a sled that does not seem to fit, ask and it will be classed** *Minimum of 3 sleds needed to fi ll a race** *  

SLED REQUIREMENTS (All) 
*  A working kil l tether is required and must be fastened to rider when track is turning. 
*  All metal ski loops must be padded as well as the leading edge of the ski tips, with durable material. No sharp edges anywhere up there, boys. 
* Ice picks may protrude no more than 3/8Ó below track lugs. 
*  6Ó numbers of contrasting color on the sides of hood. Points are awarded to Sled No. (ItÕs too difficult to read bib numbers at the finish line) 
*  Secured snow flap within 1Ó of the ice with no driver on sled. 
*  Clutch guard and chain cover required. 
*  Brakes must be in good working condition. 
*  Taillight is recommended. Taillight required for night races. 
*  Slide lube must be biodegradable.  
*  All sleds are subject to inspection for general safety and class compliance at anytime. Although your sled may pass inspection, it does not imply 
that the Pit Bull certifies it as a safe race sled. YOU are responsible for its condition and by entering a race imply that it is safe for competition. 

SUPER STOCK Rules - Any Õ85 and older standard production leaf spring model.  Engine, engine mount and exhaust must 
remain in original locations. May include newer engines unchanged in design since 1985. EXT or Õ76 & Õ77 limited-build factory 
performance race sleds, such as: SRX, SNO-TWISTER, Z, BLIZZARD, shall run in OPEN Super Stock or Mod classes.  

ENGINE – Any internal modifications allowed. Engine must have been available in the chassis model. Must retain original cooling 
concept. May bore .060Ó over class size. Must retain original intake design (i.e. cylinder reed must remain cylinder reed). Must be 
naturally aspirated. No Nitrous. Oil injection may be removed.  IGNITION – Stock OEM for the model.  EXHAUST – Stock 
OEM for the model.  CARBURETOR - Any production snowmobile carburetor. Air box may be removed. No flat-slide carbs. No 
fuel injection.  CHASSIS – Stock OEM, no modifications.  CLUTCHING – Any OEM primary. Any OEM secondary. No roller 
secondary.  CHAIN CASE & BRAKE – OEM chain case for the model. Any brake.  SKIS & SPRINGS – Aluminum skis 
allowed. Steel leaf springs only. Up to 3Ó ski spreaders. No Cobra skis.  REAR SUSPENSION – Any Õ85 or older OEM 
suspension.  TRACK – Any 15Ó track in good condition.  DRIVERS – Any drivers.  DRIVESHAFT - Any drive shaft. Driveshaft 
may be moved up to 2Ó for track/pick clearance.  JACKSHAFT –Any Jackshaft. Cannot add jackshaft. HOODS – Hood must be 
correct for the model. Windshield may be altered or removed. Headlight may be removed. STEERING – Any handlebars. SEAT 
& FUEL TANK – Any seat. Any fuel tank.                         (CONTINUED) 
 



 
 
 

SUPER MOD Rules - Any Õ85 and older standard production leaf spring models as well as Õ72 & Õ73 IFS Chaparral. 
Chaparrals must retain OEM front suspension geometry and must use oil shocks.  

ENGINE - Any internal modifications allowed. Engine brand must match chassis brand. May bore .060Ó over class size. Must be 
naturally aspirated. No Nitrous.  IGNITION – Any ignition.  EXHAUST – Any exhaust.  CARBURETOR - Any carburetor. Air 
box may be removed. Fuel injection allowed.  CHASSIS – Spindles may be widened to 40Ó carbide center. Spindles must be 
enclosed. Reproductions allowed.  CLUTCHING – Any primary. Any secondary.  CHAIN CASE & BRAKE – Any chain case. 
Any Brake. Any drive. Chain case may be relocated.  SKIS & SPRINGS – Aluminum skis allowed. Steel leaf springs only. Up to 
3Ó ski spreaders. No Cobra skis.  REAR SUSPENSION – Any suspension.  TRACK – Any track in good condition.  DRIVERS – 
Any drivers.  DRIVESHAFT & JACKSHAFT – Any drive shaft. Driveshaft may be relocated. Any Jackshaft.  HOODS – Hood 
must be correct for the brand. Windshield may be altered or removed. Headlight may be removed.  STEERING – Any handlebars.  
SEAT & FUEL TANK – Any seat. Any fuel tank. 

SNOPRO-X Rules -Any Ô83 or older IFS single-track production sled or factory SnoPro sled. No CHAMP chassis are allowed, 
even with Ô83 or older hoods.  

ENGINE - Any Ô83 or older engine. Any internal modifications allowed. No variable exhaust valves. Engine brand need not match 
chassis brand. May bore .060Ó over class size. Must be naturally aspirated. No Nitrous.  CARBURETOR - Any carburetor. No fuel 
injection.  HOODS – Hood must be correct for brand and year. Windshield may be altered or removed.  CHASSIS – Maximum 
width 45Ó. Reproductions allowed.  

**ALL other SUPER MOD rules apply** 
FORMULA-340 Rules – Õ92 and older standard production Polaris Indy model.  Engine & mount, jackshaft, chain case, and 
exhaust must remain in original locations.  

ENGINE – 340cc Fuji (Polaris L/C) engine only. Any internal modifications allowed.  IGNITION – Stock OEM for the model. 
EXHAUST – Stock OEM for the model.  CARBURETOR - Stock OEM, original size. Air box may be removed.  CHASSIS – 
Stock Ô92 and older Polaris Indy chassis. No Indy Lite chassis. No chassis lightening.  CLUTCHING – Any OEM primary. Any 
OEM secondary. No roller secondary.  CHAIN CASE & BRAKE – OEM chain case for the model. Any brake. 
SKIS – Any skis.  FRONT SUSPENSION - 42Ó maximum width between carbides. Maximum 1Ó offset (each ski to the right, 1Ó). 
Springs, shocks, sway bar, radius rods, trailing arms and camber may be changed but must fasten to stock locations. 2.5Ó minimum 
travel at front of bulkhead. Reinforcing allowed.  REAR SUSPENSION – Stock rear suspension components only. Components 
may be moved or removed and it may be relocated in tunnel.  TRACK – 15Ó x 121Ó rubber track.  DRIVERS – Any drivers.  
DRIVESHAFT – OEM driveshaft.  JACKSHAFT – OEM jackshaft.  HOODS – Any hood or belly pan.  STEERING – Any 
handlebars.  SEAT & FUEL TANK – Any seat. Any fuel tank. 

** NOTE – Several of the above rules differ from ISR rules. If you plan on racing at Eagle River or other tracks, consult 
their rules. **   

DRIVER SAFETY, RULES OF CONDUCT…and other Stuff. 
*** All participants, including those in your pit, must sign a waiver*** 
*  By entering a race, participant implies they are competent to race snowmobiles. 
*  You are encouraged to wear upper-body, shin, knee, elbow and any other body protection you feel is necessary.  
*  You are encouraged to wear an orange bib or jacket and orange helmet. 
*  Safety stands that retain track, cleats and picks must be used when rotating the track in the pits. Slow speed in the pits, please. 
*  The flagman, at his discretion, may black flag or penalize drivers who cut others off or display other dangerous driving behavior. Please hold your 
lane when passing.  The flagmanÕs decisions are final. No whiningÉ  
*  The above rules are intended as a guide for safe conduct of the races and are in no way a guarantee against injury or death. Racing has inherent 
risks and all participants must assume the risks of competition or stay home and watch football.   
*  We ask for a $25 donation per driver, per day. Thank You! Race as much as you want! You’re welcome. 
*  Donations, fans, volunteers and especially Sledbabes, are always welcome and appreciated.
